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Minister’s Letter  

Hello and, can I start by saying, I hope you will have a meaningful Holy 
Week and Easter Sunday! 
“We have nothing in common” – being blood-related and members of the 
same family doesn’t always mean as much as people sometimes think. 
Cameron Diaz is a Hollywood ‘looker’ actress (the one in the poster - of 
course); Toni Collette could not be more different as an actress. I suppose 
that’s why they cast them for ‘In Her SHOES’; a story 
of a chalk-and-cheese pair of sisters who both have 
to reasse ss each other as life throws each some 
hurdles to overcome – not least each other! It is what 
used to be called in the 1940s a woman’s picture but 
none the worse for that. It has a nice Hollywood 
‘haven’t-we-grown’ kind of ending where everybody 
has some meaningful maturing to do before the 
credits roll. Yet the actual story-line aside, one of the 
reasons why the fi lm (mostly) works is that is picks 
up on an eternal theme. Siblings, who are from the 
same family, with the same mum and the same dad, 
with the same schooling and upbringing, often who 
even look alike, often in reality could not be more 
different if one was from Mars and the other from Venus. There are people 
who are like that in every town. And that’s fine. There’s no requirement for 
people with the same DNA to be the same or to even to get along with one 
another – but hopefully folks try!  

The problem is when we transfer that logic into the local church. When the 
emphasis is on our differences we miss the point of what Easter was 
supposed to be about. Easter, as far as our Lord is concerned, is about 
bringing people back to God the Father through God the Son. But Easter is 
also about bringing individual Christians back to one another and ultimately 
back to their true selves. Easter means we have more that joins us than 
separates us. Whatever makes u s see ourselves as different from other 
Christians fails to do justice to what Jesus did for us on the cross.  
As Christians in Penicuik we need to be big enough to stand up and admit 
we have not  always focused on our shared Christian faith. After the gospels, 
most of the New Testament is about why Jesus is supposed to mean Jewish 
Christians and Gentile Christians should be able to get along. Hopefully the 
evening service regulars will confirm this from Ephesians. Whatever 
separates the Christians in the various Penicuik churches, it isn’t anything 
compared to what joins us. The joint services in Holy Week are one way for 
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us to show the reality of our family likeness. There might very well be no 
requirement for people with the same DNA to be the same or to get along; 
Christians however are meant to be part of a very different family. Jesus 
went in our shoes to the punishment that should have been ours – that’s why 
we’re joined at the hip. Anything else runs the risk of accepting division as 
‘okay’ because we’ve aye been that way.

‘How To Be A Secure Women’ 

Myself and a group of six other women from the church set off early in the 
morning on Saturday 24th February to go to the Faith Mission Bible College, 
Edinburgh in the hope that we would find out how to become secure women. 
The Women’s Ministry from Charlotte Chapel hosted the conference with 
guest speakers from Christian World Revival (CWR).   

To begin with we looked at the challenges we women face in society today 
and studied the life of Esther who is a great example of a secure woman. 

We learned that in life there are things that we cling on to, to give us our 
identity, for example our careers, church activities, family and friends. But to 
have true security we must cling only to God. We discussed that to find 
security in God we must face the fact that we cannot make it on our own.  
That we must be willing to enter into our disappointments, to focus on the 
fact of how much God loves us and determine to forgive everyone who has 
ever hurt us. The speaker said that “unforgiveness is l ike pouring a cup of 
poison for another person but drinking it yourself”. We learnt that security 
begins with a belief not a feeling and to remind ourselves continuously that 
no matter how we feel, our security comes from God.    

In the afternoon we learnt that as women, we identify ourselves with the 
relationships we have. As Christian women we must examine the way we 
relate to other people, for example by being self-aware, finding out what is 
hindering us, and asking are we displaying fruits of the spirit when relating 
with others? The day ended by acknowledging the fact that we must depend 
on the Father, Son and Holy Spirit with all our longings and remain thirsty for 
the living water from our God.   
We all thoroughly enjoyed the day and came away having learned so much 
that will help us to continue our journey in becoming secure women.

From the Kirk Session  

We have had 3 Session meetings now with Ian as Moderator – the ones in 
January and February were marathon events, as we began to catch up on 
business, and talk through with Ian how we have done things in the past, 
and how he would like to do things. 

If you were in church before the February meeting you will have heard Ian 
ask for prayer for us at that meeting, where we were discussing Youth 
Church. This was not because there is any disagreement in Session – rather 
(as Ian explained afterwards) it was simply reminding the congregation that 
the Session does need prayer for all of its business in leading the 
congregation. And, if that prayer can be focussed on matters which are up 
for discussion, so much the better. In the event, after a good discussion, we 
decided, for a trial period to have regular family services, with possible 
participation by the members of Youth Church. This will avoid the situation 
where some members of the congregation may not even realise that we 
have Youth Church, and it will also help the members of Youth Church feel 
part of the whole congregation. Also in February we reviewed our Child 
Protection policies, helped by Sandra Stewart, who is our Child Protection 
co-ordinator.  

Ian brought to us the vision explained in church on 18th March by Lynne, 
Katrina and Mary of a project of service within the community, centred 
around a minibus. This was enthusiastically endorsed by the Session, and 
we commend this as both a practical and spiritual enterprise that we can all 
get involved with as a congregation. (Details of this are elsewhere in this 
issue of Scope). 

We agreed that there had been a lot of positive feedback from last year’s 
visit to the whole congregation by the elders, and we plan to do this again in 
May – so be ready with your comments and questions for us to bring back to 
Session for discussion. We’re planning an ‘away day’ in early June, where 
we can have more time for discussion rather than ‘Session business’. Easter 
services will be a little different this year from in the past – with greater 
involvement with the other Penicuik churches – make sure you read the 
notices elsewhere in this issue of Scope! 

This month’s meeting dealt with several non-routine matters – we had a note 
from Ann and Andrew Dunsire telling us about their visit to Russia this 
summer with ‘Love Russia’, and we asked them to keep us all informed 
about prayer requests before and during their visit. We also agreed to fund 
one of them, as a means of encouragement in addition to supporting them in 
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prayer. We agreed to keep the number of Deacons at 12 – new members of 
the Deacons’ Court are elected at the Annual Business Meeting (on 27th 
March this year). Deacons look after the ‘temporal’ parts of church life – the 
buildings, the money and the organisation of rotas etc. and are elected for a 
(renewable) period of 3 years. You have to be a member of the congregation 
to serve as a deacon, but otherwise all that is needed is an enthusiasm for 
helping to make us an effective congregation in what we are called to do, by 
making sure that things run smoothly. Nominations are made at the ABM. 

The timing of morning service was also discussed, but no decisions were 
made to change anything at present. In response to a request for some more 
traditional hymns (with organ), Ian suggested he would consider a Sunday 
afternoon service, perhaps every 2 months, that followed a more traditional 
form. Watch out for details after Easter.

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Our Vision: Helping in the Community  

What good is it, my brothers, if a man claims to have faith but has no 
deeds? Can such faith save him? Suppose a brother or sister is without 
clothes and daily food. If one of you says to him, "Go, I wish you well; keep 
warm and well fed," but does nothing about his physical needs, what good is 
it? In the same way, faith by itself, if it is not accompanied by action, is dead. 
(James 2 v 14-17) 

This passage basically sums up exactly where we are coming from. Over 
the last couple of years we have all individually and personally felt very 
challenged by various speakers (particularly Jackie Pullinger), sermons, 
housegroup bible studies and our own quiet time, particularly with the 
“Purpose Driven Life”, to be doing something with our faith. 

We know it is not enough just to be Christians and come to church but that 
we all have a mission and responsibil ity as Christians in this world that is not 
optional and that needs dealt with now. We feel particularly challenged to be 
doing something in our own community. Through housegroup and chatting 
to each other we realised we have a similar sort of vision for being involved 
as a church in Penicuik so we met together for prayer and discussion. 

We basically feel that there are so many needs in Penicuik that the church 
could be trying to help people with. We feel that if the church could firstly try 
to help meet people’s practical needs then we might be able to reach out 
further and try to bring them to Christ. We realise that people are not going 
to come looking for us to be saved but that we must try to get alongside 
people wherever they are at and in that way introduce them to Jesus. We 
must be a light in the world in which we live. 

However, having discussed these ideas we really didn’t know where to start! 
Firstly we tried to identify some of the areas of need in Penicuik and came 
up with quite a few, for example, many elderly people feel isolated and 
lonely, youth disorder is a significant problem as is substance misuse and 
those with learning disabilities are isolated as a group. 

We then tried to identify ways in which we, as a church could help and 
suggested for example holding a regular lunch and somehow bringing 
elderly people along, organising activities for young people and perhaps 
setting up a group for people with learning disabilities. Through prayer and 
discussion the idea of having a minibus emerged as a tool which we could 
use to support people without focusing on any one particular group. We 
could transport the elderly to lunches, take various groups on activities/
outings and also use it as a church resource, bringing people to church who 
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don’t have transport, taking youth church to acoustic café, for S club etc. 

Also we felt that a minibus could be very effective as a witness in the 
community, a sign or symbol that we are a church who cares and wants to 
be involved in the lives of people in Penicuik. We have a real vision for this 
being a church project, something that involves us all as a fellowship,. We 
know that there are many individuals in our church who are definitely 
witnessing to those around them and reaching out in their own lives and we 
do not want to discredit that in any way at all but we feel that it is important 
that we are all corporately involved as a church in serving people in Penicuik 
and hopefully bringing more and more people to Christ. 

We realise that this is a huge project and we are still in it’s very early stages, 
we are currently following up links to various groups and agencies for 
example the Penicuik Integration Team, Stepping Forward and the 
Community Development Worker to set up meetings and try to establish 
how we can best serve in Penicuik. We are also trying to find out about 
grants and funding to help in purchasing a minibus. 

In terms of fundraising as a church we are planning to hold a baby and 
toddler nearly new sale in June and are re-launching the auction in 
September. We would really appreciate prayer and support, specifically we 
would ask for people to pray that God prepares us all as a church for this 
venture, that we can all be involved in some way, that we can recognise our 
ability to serve whatever our own personal situations and that we can be 
ready as a church to be taken out of our comfort zones. Our prayer is that 
we can be faithful to our mission in Christ and that we can win more and 
more people for Christ in this town.

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MY NAME is Ame, short for Ambrose. I'm a recovered alcoholic. I got drunk for 
the first time at the age of 16 and spent the night in police custody. Experiences like 
this continued for much of my adult life. Alcohol was my best friend and became 
my worst enemy. 

Looking back I can see where all the pain started in my life. I knew a lot of violence 
in my young life and at the age of 9 had a kni fe put in my eye. This left me with a 
very bad squint and I went through a terrible time at school, through the teenage 
years especially. 

I wouldn't look at myself in the mirror let alone look at anyone else, especially 
girls - I just felt ugly. I took my anger out on those around me including my family 
as I tried to press the destruct button. I couldn't voice the pain I was in or that I 
needed help so it came out in anger and in getting drunk to hide or forget it. 

After years of living like this, I needed psychiatric help and attended the Andrew 
Duncan clinic and was prescribed antabuse to stop me drinking. However, none of 
this was effective in stopping the cycle of addiction.  

At the age of 48 I began attending Alcoholics Anonymous but continued to struggle 
to stay sober. I met someone at Al-Anon who was a Christian; she spoke to me 
about God and encouraged me to go to church. 

One Sunday I crept into the back of a local church, terri fied that someone would 
recognise me because of my reputation as a local drunk. During the service I 
experienced what I can only describe as a spiritual awakening and 1 left church that 
morning knowing my life was changed.  

Since that day I have not had an alcoholic drink. About a month later I stopped 
smoking. I know that I met Jesus in church that morning and His spirit dramatically 
changed my life, setting me free from my addictions to alcohol and cigarettes.  

It has been seven years since I became a Christian and Jesus replaced the bottle and 
became my best friend. At the age of 56 I got married for the fi rst time to Rosie 
who is a social worker and church elder and I have worked as a volunteer with the
