I pray you had a great summer in whatever way you utilised it – and I pray it 
stayed dry as well. And if you are a September or an October holiday 
person then try not to gloat too much on all the 
folk who have had all their holidays! 

But now for most people, as they say ... in 
Glasgow at least, it’s back ‘tae auld clathes and 
porrige.’ The school run; caring for an elderly 
relative; working for a difficult boss; ... add your 
own particular set of circumstances as 
appropriate. Do you ever ask why you do it? Do 
you ever reflect on the reasons why your day is 
filled in quite the way it is? It’s good for people to 
stop and ask the question. Clearly, not every day - 
but enough times in a year so you know why you 
are where you are. 

This struck me particularly this summer because the Cathcarts did 
something we’ve never done before. Liz - the friend and fellow ‘home ecie’ 
teacher that led Jackie (that’s my wife for the uninformed) to faith in Christ is 
now married and working in France in a church-plant in Nantes, in the Loire 
valley.

What’s the important stuff in Scotland? Certainly if Jackie had taken Sam 
(that’s the French boy’s name) to any more Scottish castles he would have 
needed to paint half his face blue! History is definitely important but is that 
it? What would your answer be to the question ‘What’s Scotland like?’ 

‘Well, there’s rain. There’s fish and chips. There’s Tesco points, they’re 
really good!’ What matters? What really matters? 

No matter the difficulty or drudgery of your 
circumstances, if you have the clear sense of God’s 
calling on your life; and you know you are fulfilling that 
calling and have it confirmed by those around you – 
there is nothing that tops that knowledge. To be 
where God wants you to be may not make for the 
smoothest of journeys but there’s nowhere better to 
be. The alliance of your spirit and God’s Spirit brings 
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a security that means you can approach the difficult boss or the ‘whatever’ 
in a new way. In a way that gives God the glory and gives you a purpose 
that goes beyond you outward circumstances. That’s an alliance that may 
not be as well known as the auld alliance between France and Scotland but 
it’s an all iance that will certainly make getting up each morning something 
you can look at differently no matter what.

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PSK 5-Aside Football 

Hopefully some of you have seen the notice in the Sunday intimations about 
setting up a regular, friendly game of 5-a-side football for those who attend 
the PSK. I thought it might be helpful to explain a little further about the idea, 
which originated in my House Group. 

We have been discussing ways to start some outreach work in Penicuik and 
have discussed a variety of ideas. One of these was aimed at reaching out 
to the youngsters of Penicuik through something along the lines of a weekly 
football competition. There would be a strong emphasis on sporting 
behaviour and fairness – in the hope that we can witness to youngsters that 
football can be played without the need for swearing and over aggressive 
behaviour. It would also hopefully give us a platform to share the gospel with 
youngsters in an informal setting. 

To this end we would obviously need a team of volunteers to help organise 
and run such a club. Clearly this will take a little time to get going, but it led 
to a discussion about setting up a regular game of 5-a-side football within 
the church fellowship. Anyone who has played competitive football at any 
level will know that at times it can be a difficult environment in which to be a 
Christian (though also one where we can be a great witness for the Lord).  
Therefore, I suggested that we set up a regular game of 5-a-side where the 
emphasis would be on enjoyment and fellowship without some of the more 
unpleasant trappings that can go along with football. 

At the moment I am just looking for the names of people who are interested 
in playing a regular game of 5-a-side – male or female, age 15+, all abilities 
welcome (even if you haven’t played before!). Ideally, if we had around 14-
16 names we should be able to guarantee a game of 5-a-side each week, 
and allow for some who wouldn’t be able to make it every week. 

I must emphasise that putting your name forward for  this does not 
mean you are committing to help run the club for yo ungsters.   The only 
“goal” at this moment is to establish a regular gam e of footie!   Though I 
hope that out of this we will get a small team of volunteers who would be 
willing to go a stage further at some point in the future, and use football to 
reach young people in Penicuik who are searching for answers to life’s many 
questions.

Great Wall of China Trek  

The great Wall of China is the world’s largest man made structure, stretching 
from east to west along China’s northern border for over 4,000 miles!  It was 
built to keep out the marauding Mongolians between 685BC and 1644AD 
with over 10,000 watch towers and beacon towers and was guarded by 
more than a million men during the Ming Dynasty. It is acclaimed as one of 
the seven wonders of the world. 
I am very privileged to be taking part in a trek along 40 miles of the Wall next 
month to raise funds for Christian Solidarity Worldwide, an organisation 
which campaigns for the religious rights of Christians, and in particular to 
help Chinese Christians who are being persecuted for living out their faith in 
Jesus Christ. I have been warned that the stretches of Wall we will be 
walking along are very steep, like climbing a munro  in fact, so I have been 
following a challenging training programme since April, in the hope that I will 
be fit enough to enjoy the trek and not hold the others up along the way.

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A Short Biography: Andrew Murray (1828-1917) 
One of four children born to Andrew, Sr. and Maria Murray, Andrew Murray 
was raised in what was considered then the most remote corner of the world, 
Graaff-Reinet (near the Cape), South Africa. It was here, after his formal 
education in Scotland and three years of theological study in college in 
Holland, that Andrew Murray returned as a missionary and minister. 

Murray's first appointment was to Bloemfontein, a remote and unattractive 
territory of nearly fifty thousand square miles and twelve thousand people 
beyond the Orange River. Even at this early stage of ministry, he already 
showed signs of becoming a noted author. The deeper Christian life was a 
favourite subject for Murray. He told how God was committed to revealing 
more of Himself to those who would seek Him. 

As a preacher, he consistently drew large crowds and led many to trust 
Christ as their Saviour. But Murray's life was not without testing. As a young 
man, an enduring sickness left him weak and exhausted. Later at the prime 
of his ministry, a severe il lness re sulted in his absence from the pulpit for two 
years. But God used each trial to remove all that hindered his devotion to 
Christ. 

Murray wrote, "That awful pride and self complacency which have hither to 
ruled in my heart." He fought an insidious battle with pride, but God had the 
victory. "I had never learnt with all my theology that obedience was 
possible," writes Murray. "My justification was as clear as noonday. I knew 
the hour in which I received from God the joy of pardon. I remember in my 
little room at Bloemfontein how I used to sit and think, What is the matter? 
Here I am, knowing that God has justified me in the blood of Christ, but I 
have no power for service. My thoughts, my words, my actions, my 
unfaithfulness, everything troubled me." 

Murray's daughter wrote of her father, "It was after the ‘time of silence’ [in 
sickness] when God came so near to father and he saw more clearly the 
meaning of a life of full surrender and simple faith. He began to show in all 
relationships that constant tenderness and unruffled loving kindness and 
unselfish thought for others which increasingly characterized his life from 
that point. At the same time he lost nothing of his strength and 
determination." 

When revival came to Cape Town, Andrew Murray was hesitant. He didn't 
want to be swept away in the heart of emotion. But Murray quickly realized 
that God was working in South Africa the same way He was in America. The 
result was an even deeper knowledge of the things of God. He writes in The 
Secret Of Adoration, "Take time. Give God time to reveal Himself to you. 
Give yourself time to be silent and quiet before Him, waiting to receive,

through the Spirit, the assurance of His presence with you, His power 
working in you. 

"Take time to read His Word as in His presence, that from it you may know 
what He asks of you and what He promises you. Let the Word create 
around you, create within you a holy atmosphere, a holy heavenly light, in 
which your soul will be refreshed and strengthened for the work of daily life." 

Friends share how the Murray home was always filled with activity. He and 
his wife, Emma, had nine children, and there was an endless stream of 
visitors and friends. In 1873, Andrew helped to establish the Huguenot 
Seminary, a school where young women could be trained for educational 
work. Girls from all over the country began arriving. When classe s opened, 
the building was too small for all who had enrolled and a wing had to be 
added. 

He also served as the first president of the Young Men's Christian 
Fellowship (YMCA). Not only was he the author of over two hundred and 
forty books, he was also a man of great prayer. Through his private 
devotion with the Saviour, he learned that laughter and fellowship were two 
of l ife's most important activities. 

He often prayed, "May not a single moment of my life be spent outside the 
light, love, and joy of God's presence and may not a moment without the 
entire surrender of my self as a vessel for Him to fi ll  full of His Spirit and His 
love." 

Abiding in Christ was the cornerstone to Andrew Murray's life and ministry. 
He writes: "Abide in Jesus: your l ife in Him will lead you to that fellowship 
with God in which the only true knowledge of God is to be had. His love, His 
power, His infinite glory will, as you abide in Jesus, be so revealed as it hath 
not entered into the heart of man to conceive."

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Bringing the Bible Alive: Seeing Pergamon  
(Where Satan has his throne—Rev 2:13) 

A boat trip across to Turkey from our stay in Lesvos this May and a coach 
ride took us to the ancient city of Pergamon and up to its Acropolis. This is 
where all the temples and altars were situated and is modelled on the 
Acropolis in Athens.  

Our guide gave us history lessons on ancient and modern Turkey covering 
firstly Alexander and the breakup of his empire into four which is covered in

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depth in Daniel and then about modern Turkey under Kemal Atatürk the 
founder of the modern secular Republic of Turkey following the fall of the 
Ottoman Empire that opened the way for the return of the Jews to Palestine 
and the formation of their national home in Israel. 

The Great Altar of Pergamon is in the Pergamon Museum, Berlin. The base 
of this altar remains on the upper part of the Acropolis. It was this altar, 
believed dedicated to Zeus, that John of Patmos referred to as "Satan's 
Throne" in his Book of Revelation (Revelation 2:12-13). We heard about 
how it was taken from Turkey to Berlin! 

Other notable structures still in existence on the upper part of the Acropolis 
include: The Hellenistic Theatre  with a seating capacity of 10,000—this 
had the steepest seating of any known theatre in the ancient world; The 
Sanctuary of Trajan  (also known as the Trajaneum);  The Sanctuary of 
Athena ; The Library ; The Royal palaces ; The Heroön —a shrine where 
the kings of Pergamon, particularly, Attalus I and Eumenes II, were 
worshipped; The Temple of Dionysus ; The Upper Agora ; The Roman 
baths complex.   

The front of the Pergamon Altar, as it is in the Pergamon Museum in Berlin 
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The ancient kingdom of Pergamon was very large in Turkey (or Asia Minor 
as it then was) and retained its influence through the Greek Empire and 
beyond. 

It was a walking history lesson and stunning architecture even as ruins. 
There is much, much more to Pergamon and it linked us in a deep way 
straight into the Lord’s messages to the Churches and also to His prophecy 
of the end of Gentile times. We would love to see more of this fascinating 
place and the cities of the other 6 recipients of those amazing letters that 
the Lord Jesus gave to them and us.

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Love Russia Summer Camp  

We arrived at Moscow which was an experience. Getting through the 
passport control took ages and when we finally got through, the baggage 
control area was a solid mass of people. We eventually all got our luggage 
and went outside to get the bus. This was the next trial getting across the 
road. It was a four-lane road nose-to-tail with traffic and no pedestrian 
crossing.  We had to pray and run.   We were to get on the bus on a corner.  
This was a corner on this busy road and we had to climb over the crash 
barrier with all our bags to get to the bus.  When it arrived the bus had to do 
a three-point turn in the midst of this four-lane road.   

 After a three hour drive we finally arrived in the evening at the orphanage 
and this was quite emotional. All the children were at the windows waving as 
they knew we were coming. The first evening was spent getting us all settled 
into our accommodation. This was in the school building across the road 
from the orphanage. George and I were given a classroom to ourselves, as 
were the other couples. The rest of the singles in the team shared in a 
classroom dormitory.     

We had to make our own curtains, but were fortunate that there were two 
spare beds in our room and we used the spare sheets for curtains. George 
had to climb up on the desks to do this. The bed was very narrow and small 
and had a very thin hard mattress. If you turned onto you side it was painful.    
By this time it was 9pm and we then went to our evening meal. This was a 
bit of a shock - it was a plate of porridge.    

The meals were edible but we did have a few strange things at funny times, 
like spaghetti bolognaise for breakfast and orange caviar on buttered bread.   
The food was all well cooked and did not cause any upsets. There were also 
lots of sweets with afternoon tea. We had four meals a day but we did need 
them as we were burning lots of energy.   

Each day started with showers at 7am then devotions and team meeting, 
then  breakfast 8:30. We then set up the morning activities which were 
normally arts and crafts.  When the children arrived we told stories. There 
was always a theme for the day and the story was told by the team leader 
and interpreted by one of our team of interpreters who were language 
students from the nearby town of Rysan. They were all at university there 
and they were lovely girls and full of fun. When tell ing the stories we took our 
turn in acting the story out. This made it lots of fun. George and I had a 
really good time doing this with all sorts of sil ly costumes, the sill ier the 
better.   
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On the first day we only had the children for a short time and we introduced 
ourselves by going outside and playing games in the rough grassy area they 
called the play park. At the end of this, one little girl came up to me and 
asked for a cuddle. She did this by holding open her arms and as I opened 
mine she came running to me. This was my first of many hugs. This girl 
came to me every day mostly for a hug. This was very special. We all 
noticed on that first meeting how much the children were wanting to engage 
with us. One of the sad things that we noted was the state of the children’s 
footwear. Most of them had old plastic flip flops which were way too big for 
them. This made playing football very difficult as the boys could not kick the 
ball. Some of the children were wearing only slippers. We take so many 
things for granted especially when most of our own kids only want to have 
the designer trainers.  

Later that day we made some name badges, coloured and decorated them.   
All of the team and the children did this. It was fun and the children 
decorated us with stickers too. The children loved the stickers and took 
pride in making the badges. The interpreters helped by printing their names 
in Russian and English, to help us to learn their names. They were then 
laminated to protect them so they could wear them all week. Unfortunately 
most of the children had the badges taken from them to keep them for good.   
This was not resolved even after the leaders had explained that the badges 
were to help us as well as the kids.    

Our days were mostly structured in the same way, with songs first. We sang 
in Russian but we did not really get to grips with the words, but we managed 
the actions. 

We told stories from the bible, “with a difference”, as we were not allowed to 
mention God or Jesus. We told the stories by changing the names and 
acting out the roles giving the clear meaning of the story so the kids got the 
message the bible was teaching. After the story we would do different craft 
activities, and this would normally reflect back to the story. The theme for 
the week was adventurers. We used Noah’s ark, the Good Samaritan and 
the Prodigal Son to demonstrate the way we need to work together helping 
each other and how we need to listen to people of wisdom.  

We made various craft items. Friendship bracelets were very popular and by 
the end of the week most of us had one, as the kids liked to give us little 
presents.    

This was wonderful when you know that they have nothing, yet they want to 
give you what they have. Every day I received a sticker or something from a 
child at craft time. You could end up being decorated with glitter or stickers.  
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The kids loved to do this to us as we would do the same to them. After the 
craft time we would go outside and play games til l lunch and then siesta 
which was very welcome. 

Towards the end of the week we had a different theme with the princess 
party.  This was supposed to be for girls to get made up and to dress up and 
be made special but the boys joined in too. One of my very special moments 
came from this. I was having my make-up put on by this little girl when I 
made some funny faces. She went in to kinks of laughter and she could not 
stop.  It was wonderful to se her so happy.  By the end of that session I had 
multi-coloured nails that were, pink, green and blue all on the same nail.   
My face had red lipstick on my eyes. I really looked a sight but the kids had 
fun putting on the layers and scrubbing them off and my face was a bit 
tender that night. While this was going on most of the boys were playing 
games. 

I had another memorable time playing snap with a little girl who just laughed 
and laughed - it was magic.   

One afternoon we had planned to have a picnic but the weather was not too 
good so we had the use of the hall which was the sports hall in the school.   
This was where most of the indoor activities took place. We filled the hall 
with balloons and got some party food, cake crisps cans of coke. When the 
kids came in, the excitement was amazing. The sheer fun of them popping 
balloons and enjoying themselves was just so special. The balloons only 
lasted about a minute but they enjoyed it so much. The food disappeared 
just as fast. We then had a disco - this was such a fun day. In the evening 
we had a tea party for the carers and this was our opportunity to serve them. 
This was good as it is helping to build up good relations with them. At the 
end of this night one of the carers stood up and gave a very moving speech 
thanking us for loving their children.   

The last day was also a very full day. We had the normal crafts in the 
morning and in the afternoon we had a concert with all the team taking part 
and also some of the children and some of the carers. It then turned into a 
barbeque and disco outside with lots of fun and dancing with the children.   
There was a very touching moment during this. We normally went for our 
meals first, before the children, but at the barbeque we served the kids.   
They were amazing, they came round with their drinks of fizzy juice offering 
us a drink from their glass. They were so amazingly generous. The end of 
that event became very emotionally-charged as the kids knew it was the last
